partment. One foolish act may en-
danger all other persons in the
area, and also can ruin wildlife
habitat.

Iinteres are cautioned particu-
i tarly about the use of firearms in
oil fields. During deer season last
vear, a number of oil and gas pipe-
lines were ruptured by rifle bul-
lets — cheating shazardous condli-
tions. .

The hun!e} \vho shoots a pipe-
line or -other oil field equipment
threatens human lives because of
possible. fires or. explosions. Fire
and polftion alsoy, may damage
nearby hunting areas and fishing
waters.

In addition, Young pgjnted out
that clearings near oil wells do not
provide” safe camping sites be-
cause of the presence of hydrogen
sulphide gas, - a  colorless, flam-
mable gas which has the odor of
rotten eggs.
