The township issued permits for
24 new.single family dwellings at
a fotal estimated ~valuation of
$545,600. In January only 14 per-
mits ‘were iSsued carrying a total
estimated value of $361,200.

This is down somewhat- over last
year, however. During; the -first
two months of:1957 a totaLof 58 per-
mits were issued -for pew home
construction with 48 being taken
out in January and 10 in February.

Of the new home permits issued,
exghl were for homes in Kéndall-
ood No. 3 subdivision, five for

maining number were “for new
dwellings taken out for homes in
scattered sections throughout the
township. i

The township also xssued two
permits for additions at a valua-
tion of $4,400 and one permit for an-
other building (not classified) hav-
ing an estimated value of $3,000.

for a single family dwelling at an
estimated valuaflon of $18,000. Per-
mits were also~issued for-a new
church with an estimated valua-
tion of $150,000 and the new Farm-
ington Post -Office having a valua-
tion of $69,580.
