The tuberous t{egnnias are
among the most striking and
colorful plants to be found in

the garden. These, as_lheir
name implies, grow from
large underground tubers.
These -are not bardy in' our
climate, and :the tubers are
stored indoors for the winter.

‘They are potted and start-
ed into growth in'late winter
or early spring, and during
the summer provide a won-
derful - display ‘of exotic
blooms: in vibrant' shades of
pink, red, yellow or orange.

Some " blooms look like
roses or camelias. Others are
bell-shaped. There are many
varieties with trailing
branches that are ideally
suited to growing in hanging
baskets.

The new Rleger begonias,
named for the German grow-
er who hybridized them, are

The- Aphrodites have a more
trailing, spreading habit and
are better for use in hanging
baskets. However, they can
be used in pots, and kept up-
right if they are staked.

growth and fewer flowers. * - '
