Three Democrats remain
in the race for nomination
to the State Senate seat
from the 14th District, fol-
lowing the withdrawal from
the election of three others

James McCarthy, Leo
Meagher and Paul Livings- |*
ton all removed their

. names from the ballot, and

two of them endorsed re-
-maining candidates.

On the Republican primary
ballot, all’ six candidates who

originally filed remain in the

MeCarthy, who was the Demo-
cratic nominee in last Novem-
ber’s race, withdrew in favor of
Ed McNamara, Livonia City
Councilman. McCarthy was beat-
en by Paul Chandler, whose
"death on Dec. 12 left vacant the

Allen Ingle Chided
By GOP Chairman - -

Oakland County’s new Repub-
lican Party Chairman Dale Feet

Their ability was recognized
by Governor Romney who ap-
pointed them to the Circuit
Court. The voters of Oakland
County recognized their
ability by electing them to
full terms in November by
huge margins,

“Ingle ran
Feet continued, “against their
{records, and on his experience
‘as a justice of the peace court
in a township. It's no wonder |}
to me that he was beaten so
badly, and it's tog bad he
blames what he calls ‘Repub-
lican chieftains’ for turning out
a huge Pratt, Thorburn, and
Moore vote.”
