To bring it down to the very
personal level of what you can
afford, and what you want to
pay, do this. List all your pres-
ent monthly expenses, and be
hopest. -

List what you spend for food,
[for household operating costs,
for; entertainment and family
recreation, insurance, car pay-
mefts and operating cost, per-
sonal allowances, gifts, hooks
and other reading matter, cloth-
ing and clothing upkeep, miedi-
cal expenses, misceltaneous.

Then make a good estimate
of what it would cost for util-
ities and fuel for the type of
house you plan to buy. Don't
forget garbage collection; it's
a small item, but it’s there, In-
clude also an estimated house
upkeep figure to Include garden
supplies, improvements, repairs,

Third, list what you'd need by
way of furnishings for the new
home, especially those Whi
you'd plan to buy in the first
five years. This is an Important
figure; After all, a house doesn’t
become a home unless you can
decorate it In a satisfying man-
ner. Decorating is stretched
over a period of time, to be

sure, but do allow a sensible
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monthly amount for this,item.
Now, add together the uu'ee
lists and subtract thelr ' total
from your monthly takehome
pay. The amount remaining Is
what you can spend on mdnthly
hoise payments. The figure
may be less than you'd think,
but it will be an honest reflec-
tion of what you want to pay.

Cash outlays at the outset witl
also include moving costs and
loan closing costs which are paid
in advance when the ssh Is
closed.

Closing costs very widely
from community to community,
Tat usually include a year's
property taxes, title insurance,
a fee charged by the lending
agency, and possibly lawyer's
fees. The best way to estimate

closing costs is to visit a lending
agency with which you'd Uke
to do business and have them
Itemize costs for you.
