This phenomenon is one rea-
son why somewfolks don't buy
the human relations line of
goods: those interested in pro-
moting it have made it sound
too:good and too cheap. The
pitch is made that every ven-
ture in human relations will
prove to be thoroughly enjoy-
able. We are told that we surely
will. come to like members of
other races, religions, and' cul-
tures as soon as we get to know
them. The impression is given
that others have no objection-
able traits, and espouse only
just causes. As a matter of fact,
others are just like we are, and
therefore must be Tovely people.

In the long run, few people
are taken in by this approach.
As soon as we make a venture
into some new area of human
relations we discover that peo-
ple do differ. Everyone else,
thank God, is not just like we
are, We will not always agree
with others when we discover
what they Teally' think and
feel. It is entirely possible
that a new understanding of
another’s position will dis-
close differences before un-
known and result in new ten-
sions,

The cost of any extension in
our relations with other people
also may run high.' We tend to
fear the unknown and find it
painful to confront people and
ideas that are foreign to us.

He is a member in_ good
standing of the extreme right—
though he is neither. -bigot nor
hater, In fact, one of nis func.
tions within the John Birch so-
ciety is to keep bigots and haters
out.

Rogers is a onedissue man,
That issue is anti-Communism.
He pursues it with a zeal that is
his undoing as a serious activist.

The trouble with Rogers is. that
he secs Communism in every-
thing that has happened in’ this
country since the time of Presi-
dent Harding. He regards Presi-
dent Eisenhower for example,
a5 a Fabian socialist.

He belongs to the Christian
Crusade, the Christian Circuit
Riders and the Sons of the Revo-
lution as well ‘as the Birch So-
ciety. And he is a steady reader
of the Daily Worker.

One manifestation of his dedi-
cation is his apparently total
lack of a sense of humor. He

'l'o prme that government is
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some of our beliefs and calls
into question some of our cher-
ished values. Contact with other
people and groups will bring
with_it involvement in their
problems, and a certain sharing
of their burts. If we were to
welcome other races into our
community, it*is even conceiv-
able (though not likely) that
the thing we seem to hold most
sacred—our property values—
would be affected. All of this
should be freely admitted so
that the human relations cause
is not oversold.

1f this be so, why should we
bother to become better ac-
quainted with people of other
races, religions, and cultures?
One good reason is that this is
a way to take part in this ven-
ture called life. When we close
ourselves off from others, in
snail-like fashion we close our-
selves off from life. In so doing
we avoid many of the pains of
bumanity, but by the same token
we miss her satisfactions. Be-
ing an open person has it draw-
backs, but I wouldn't trade it
for the existence of a snail. The
‘human race may be a mess, but
I'm not about to withdraw my
membership in it.

The challenge of human rela’
tions comes as an invitation to
crawl out of your shell and to
rejoin the human race. By
opening yourself to another, you
will not only discover that he is
a person; you will also become
more of a person yourself.
