Tiny worms — only about-an
inch long 2nd thread-like in

width — show promise of even-
tually eliminating many types
of mosquitoes.

A Michigan State Unlversity
researcher has found that these
worms, called nematodes, para-
sitize up to 50 per cent of the
males and"over 80 per cent: of
the female mosquifoes in sur-
veyed areas throughout south-
eastern Michigan.

And when a mosquito is
parasitized by a nematode,
the mosquito is elther killed
or.1ts reproductive cycle Is
so disrupted that Is cannot lay
eggs and reproduce, .
Robert F. W, Schroder, a

graduate research assistant in
MSU's entomology departmient
first uncovered this biological
phenomenon by accident 2 lit-
tle more than & year ago when
he was beginning
his Master's degree
modestly admits that the im-
plications of such a ﬁndmg
are almost fantastic.

will see if these nematodes can
infest other mosquito larvae in
the laboratory. If they do, large
numbers of the nematodes

be raised and tested outdoors in
mosquito hatching areas.

The parasitic nematodes un-
covered 50 far are those which
infest “flood water” mosqui-
toes. Thess ars the mosquitoes
which Iay eggs in holes: and
ditches which eventually fill up
with’ water and allow the mos-
quitoes to hatch,

These types of mosquitoes
have been particalarly pre-
valent this year since flood
conditions have provided the
water to hatch some eggs
which have been lald 25 long
as three years ago.

Schroder and Hoopingarner
claim that even if the nema-
todes attack only the “flood
water” mosquitoes, they could
be a tremendous boon to sci-
ence’s effort to contral *the
bothersome pests.

““We found as many as seven
nematodes’ cofled up in the ab-
domen of one mosquito,” re-
ports Schroder, “Even if they

If T were a betting: man I
could take a lot of money away
from people who complain about
their crabgrass in April and
early May.

A friend of mine complajned
bitterly the other day because
he had used Halts early in the
year and “now had more crab-
grass than ever.” I told him he
must be mistaken but he
wouldn’t be convinced ‘until Y
went home with him. What he
had in his' lawn was quack
grass.

The fact is that winter kills
all the crabgrass plants: Every
lawn starts out completely crab-
grass-free every spring.:

True, the seeds are in the soil
but they don't germinate until
the ground gets thoroughly heat-
ed. You can't really sée them
until mid-June. Oh, an' expert
might spot an emerging seedling
or two in late May but he'd
have to be mighty sharp eyed.
Once you understand this
cycle, control measures: can be

“With biological control, the
parasites do most of the work,”
he says. “We expect that the

One of the first tasks will be

to find a way to rear nema-
todes in a laboratory. Large
populations of the tiny worms
will be needed .in order to con-
trol _mosquitoes under “field”
conditions.
Another task is to find out if
the nematodes are '‘host spe-
cific — whether they destroy
only mosquitoes and not some
beneficlal organisms.

Schroder and Hoopingarner
have already begun to col-
lect mosquitoes that are para-
itized by nematodes. They'll
next walt for the worms to
kill the mosquitoes, then they
collect the nematodes and
low thm o reproduce.
Finally, the MSU scientists
