In an opinion rendered Attorney

General Fellows holds thut it would
nat be a yviolation of the Warser-Cram

ton Vquor law for the city council of :

Hancock,to permit the location ot.a
saloon within 500 feet of the Finnish
College and Theological Seminary.

The question was ralsed that the
Finnisk college is a privitely ‘maln-
:ained instltuzion and therefore could
not be classed as a public school.

1o response to a query {rom Prose-
cuting Attorney A.L. Sayles, of New-
berry, the state's legal depurtment has
renderéd #n opinion to the effect that
physicians conducting drug stores . in
Tocal option counties ean sell lquor
only upon preserlption.]

Since .the question has been raised
it has been pointed out that it would
be an gasy propusition for un up-
scrupulous phyeician to estublish a
drug store in a tocel option territory,
do au enormous prescription business
ind escape prosecution. lle ' could
write a' prescription for a pint of
whiskey, or a quart bottle, whichever
\he case might be, 'and then if e own-
«d the drug store dnd was a registered
pharmacist contd go behind ibe coun-
ter, £ill the order and pocket the mon-
ey. Such a case, hus vet 1o be re
ported, however.

Many of the school "distrlets of
Michigan will benefit as the result of
the oplaion of the United Siates su-
preme court affirming the consiitution-
ality of the act passed by the legisia-
ture in 1908 which provides that tele-
phone companies shall be taxed on an
ad valorem basis the same us railroads
and telegraph companies.

With the exception of the Citizens
Telephone company of Jackson and
