ing Farmington with little

chance of any of its finding its .

way back Into out local econ-
omy ise distressing. The fact
that a portion of these funds,
were the contract awarded to
the local company, would def-
Initely find jts way directly to
the school board next year
should be enough to sway the
choice in this direction.. Thls
money would not only, be re-
turned through payment of
taxes by the local dairy, but
also through thé taxes paid to
the loeal governmemt- by all
he employces of this firm who
live in this community and do
their business in this com-
munity.

It secms that a local ﬂrm
would be much more willing
and able to render extra serv-
fces " in speclal situations. For
example, would the few bottles
of milk when it's determined

that the amount to be used.

. that ddy had been mlscalculdl-

ed? We're certain that the Io-
cal*supplier, would not hesitafe
to deliver the needed amount
and have it there on time for
the noon lunches. Would the
other company?

Were there good, sound rcn
sons, on past poor perform-
ance by the lpcal dairy, we
would be in accord with the
decision of the Board In this
case. However, since nothing
of this nature has been men-
tioned in’ this case, we would
have to assume that the situa-
tion does not exlst. ol
