Safety problems in the City
of Farmington was the major
topic of discussion at the regu-
lar City Council meeting Mon-
day night although no such
discussion was scheduled on
the regular agenda.

Most of the discussion cen-
tered around two problem
areas although there were
brie! comments on the traffic
control and law enforcement
problem in general.

One of the two problem areas
that came in for the bulk of
the discussion was the winding
and steep stretch of Farming
ton Road south of Ten Mile
through Twin Valley Subdivi-
sion and the other the contro-
versial open sewer hole near
the Carl Shaw property on Val-
leyview in the city valley area.

SOME RATHER heated ex-
changes resulted between cii-
zens, the public safety director
and city officlals’ during dis-
cussion on these problems.

- Councilmen Howard Thayer
expressed some dissatisfaction
with what has been done in
the past and more recently to
get the speeding and unsale

driving practices problem cor-
rected .on Farmington Road in
the Twin Valley Subdivision
area. Henry Schmenk of La.
Quinne Court in the subdivi-
sion was also present' at the
meeting to air his concern on
the same problem. H
Public Safety Director Mau-
rice Foltz stated that there
was definitely a problem with
speeding down the steep wind-
