MILDEW NUISANCE

Espegially Serlous in Oregon
Where Soil |s Heavy—Apply
Bordeaux With Sticker.

“The onion mildew has been serl-
ous In this state, especially during
the last year'fu the regions where the
s0il is heavy, on the beaver dam lands
and, where there has been an
abundance ot mofsture,” sald Floyd
D. Balley in a recent lecture on plant
diseases at the Oregon Agricultural
college.
