In Michigan, as in most other
states, a peace officer is auth-
orized to request the aid of pri-
vate citizens to aid him in serv-
ing process in civil or eriminal
cases, prescrving the peace and

in apprchending or securing any
person for felony or breach of
the peace.

Any person failing to respond

to a peace officer’s request for
aid is guilty of a misdemeanor
and is liable to punishment by
a fine of not more than $100 or
{mprlsonment for not more than
20 days.
On the other hand, a private
citizen who responds to the call
of ono whom he knows to be a
police office is protected
against suits for lrespass and
false arrest it he confines him-
1elf to the order and direction
of the officer.

‘Thi3 Is true even though the
officer may, bimseif, be act.
ing illegally and thus lable
for false arrest. Likewlse, a
private citizen commaunicating
any Informatlon concernlag
the commission of a crime to
the proper officials is protect.
ed agalnst being sued for libel
or slander,

Understandably, perhaps,
many citizens are reluctant to

become involved. This reluct-
ance has recently been drama-
tized by news articles detalling
the failure of bystanders to not
only como to the aid of info-
cent victims of crime, but of
their failure to call the police
as well. However, if crime Iy
to be dealt with effectively, then
we must discharge our rights
and responsibilities.

Ot recent date 1 have sug-
gested legislation for indemnifi-
cation of the victims of crime
or their families in certain
cases, particularly where a per-
son has suffered as a result of
coming to the aid of an officer.

1 am pleased that the initial
reaction to this suggestion Is
gaining wide acceptance. Legis-
Iation embodying my idea has
alceady been introduced into
the 1966 Legislature.
