to be in excess of 24,000 during
March, Dealer - sponsored stu-
dents and those from the gen-
eral publle will compose the
largest single effort at training
safe drivers.

Studies of accident statistics
vividly polnt out that most acci-
dents are caused by driver er-

- ror. Tony Ritz, President of
the Detroit Auto Dealers Assoc-
iation, spoke of the dealer's
purpose In sponsoring this cam-
paign.
