| usage. About 30 per cent of
the land that was in farms in
1959 will be dlverted to other
uses by 1980, Some of this |
acreage will be used for urban |
purpases and for highways. |
The bulk of the disappearing &
farm area, however, will shift
to the forest and recreation
classification.

Farm numbers in 1980 will
probably drop to 35000 from
112,000 in 1959. Most of the de-
cline will be in farms grossing
less than $10,000, Farms gross-
ing over $20,000 will more than
double.
