The
cords of the two plies in the
carcass cross the tire from
bead to bead at a 90-degree
angle, rather than at a lower
angle as in conventional bias-
ply tires.

The inextensible bslt acts
as a “hoop,” Eaves said, stiff-
ening the tread and resu't -ng
in greater tread life, lass roll-
ing resistance and better fuel
economy.

The Safety Belt tire has the
new extremely narrow v-itite-
wall only half the width of
the extra-narrow six-tenths
of-an-inch whitewall on orig:
inal equipment tires.
Goodyear has produced ra-
dial-ply tires in Europe lo
many years, and some of
these tires have been import-
ed here. The company began
development of the Safety
Bell radial-ply tire for Amer-
ican cars about four years
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ago. It has undergone thor-
ough evaluation in the lab-|
oratory, on test tracks and on |
taxicab fleets and other ve-
hicles. Eaves said tha tire has
been tested for more than six
million miles.
