AT PRESENT, eachcountyhas
a probate court, However, un-
der the Michizan Constitution
ol 1963, it is provided that the
legislature may, with voter ap-
proval in each affected county,
consclidate several countypro-
bate courts Into one probate
district. The legislature has
also been empowered by the
new Coastitution to comblne the
office of probate judge with any
