The BBB bulletin "empha-
sizes that the recommended
standards apply to all adver-
tising, including, but not
limited to, newspapers, radio,
television, circulars and di-
rect-mail.
It recommends that in ad-
vertising “Three rooms of
carpeting” or “Total Square
Footage,' the ads should
specify the size of the rooms.
