T WAS back in 1934 when, like this year, they had a
new manager who was determined to install “the
winning apirit” into the club,

Only the year before they finished in sixth place and]
seemed like a club destined to remain in that place in the
standings like a long time to come,

But when Mickey Cochrane, one ot old Connie Mack’s
most famous pupils, arrived to take over the managerial
reins he shocked not only the fans, but the writers as well
with the remark, “Get me a ‘money player' and we could
win the pennant”

This was a bold statement for a fellow who never be-|
fore had managed a bal! club.

Taking him at his word, sly old Frank Navin, the
Tigers' owner, swung a deal for a fellow named “Goose”
Goslin. “Goose™ had been around for a long time and was
what was known as a “money” player — a fellow' who
wouldn't choke in the thick of a pennant fight.

Mickey got what he wanted. Now the pressure was on
him to make good his boast and the calloused baseball
writers, who had spent years poking fun at the Tigers’
efforts, were given & treat,

The first day Cochrane met with the players he was to
manage, he went over his plans very carefully and, as the
meeting broke up, he smiled and said, for all 1o hear, “It’s®

great lo be with a winner,"
. .

N IND YOU, with the exception of “Goose” Goslin,

thix was a team that had finished in sixth place
only the previous season.

This didn't phase Cochrane. To him by-gones wer:
gones, and he never llopped saying to the pla)ws,
great to be with a winner.”

1t wasn’t long until he had them believing they could
win and each day they showed surprising improvement.

The inlicld of Marv Owen at third base, Billy Hogell
at shortstop, Charlie Gehringer at second base, and Hank
Greenberg at first, suddenly became a well knit combina-
tion that earned the affectionate name, “The Battalion of
Death.”

1t was ditficult to gel a ball through this lnner cordon
and the outfield of Pete Fox, JoJo White, “Gee"” Wllker
and Goslin, became the talk of the league. Along wilh
pitchers as Little Tommy Bridges, Schoolboy Rowe,
eral” Alvin Crowder and Eldon Auker, the submarine youth-
paw, Mickey welded them into a pennant winner and no
one who lived through those hectic days ever will forget it.

mother’s when ancther piece of literature arrived in the
morming ma:!. “They" referved to the larger corporation
where my father worked.

The commenat has come back 1o us time and again as
the morning mail arrives on the desk. An sxample:

Each week a booklet filled with mimeographed news
Rhandouls arrives from the U.S, Department of Labor. The
postage {aes are paid from the dapartment.

The buoglet is marked as “letter mail” and the post
office says th:s means that the department wants first class
treatment and pays for the first class rates of five cents an
ounce for maijling:

According to the postage scale the cost of mailing this
particular booklet was 10 cents, That's not really very much,
but compute how many newspapers there are in the country
and the dimee begin to mount.

McDonald l,dded:

“I respect: the right of
every citizen o demonstrate
in a peaceful manner. { know |
that some thoughtful Ameri-}
cans oppose our m\olvl'menl]
in Southeast :Asia. I know,
too, that many sincerely be-|
lieve that the pace toward)
tull and equal rights for ail
of our citizens has not been
quick ‘enough. And I do no!
challenge theiright of any of
these people ito oppose one
course of ncuun or propose
another. !

“But, despite how one feels
about the way in which our
government is acting, or the
speed with which the govern.
ment is attacking problems,
there are several significant
points “ignoréd by such ac-
tions as flag-bugning.

*“Qur nation is & democra- |
cy. We have worked together'
for nearly 200 years to forge’
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his thoughts:and actions do
not impede the right of any
other individgal to think and
act, It has not been easy. We
have had a civil war. It is-
not easy. We!continue to dis-

agree about. the right and'
proper course to follow.

“But, we ‘all continue {0
hold to the tight basic to all:
others—the right to dissent.
And it is this right along
with those which flow from
it—free speech, assembly,
petition—which is embodied
in the concept of America as
a nation, a cancept represent-
ed visually by the Stars and
Stripes. To my mind, some-
ne who desiroys the flag
which represents his rights!
is, in effect, symbolically de-
stroying his right to dissent. |
