THE CONVICTION came six
weeks after a preliminary ex-

At the hearing, the girl tes-
tified that on Aug, 9 she went
to the Hendershot home and
spent that day andevening there,

The next day, she was taken
to Wayne County General Hos-
pital where doctors removed
the dead fetus from her,

The girl quoted the defencant
as telling bher that she ‘had
means of gelting rid of I,
that the girl was too young to
marry, and # had worked be.

On cross-examination, de-
fense attorney Douglas Cralg
of Westland said that there
is a “disparaging difference’”

that the girl said she felt no
pain during the abortion while
the doctors testified that 1

Hammer sald that the tes-
timony of the tro doctors prov-
ed thaf there was an induced
abortion and the testimony of
the girl showed that plans were
made for the event and the eir-
cumstances (of numerous oth-
ers who directly or indirectly :

tablished the intent,
