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IF  ELECTED--and there
seems little doubt that he has
the support--Levin would be
the first suburbanite In the
Democratic state chalrmanship
in many years.

Ferency grew up In southwest
Detrolt and later moved to the
Lansing area, John J. Collins,
chairman during thegovernor-
ship of John Swalnson (1961-82),
was a Jackson resldent. Neil
Staebler, chalrman during the
Willlams era, s an Ann Arbor
resident,

Levin was born 36 years ago
In Detrolt; attended Central
High School; earned abache
alor's degree at the University
of Chicago, 2. master’s at Col-
umbla and a law degree at
Harvard; and rose meteorically
In politica after he settled In
Berkley in the late 1950s.

He was precinct worket be-
ginning in 1959, city Democra-
tic Club chalrman In 1960-61,
county chairman In 1962.84,
Etected to the first of two
terms (n the State Senate in
1964, Levin was voted ‘‘most
effectlve freshman senator’” by
the state capital press corps.

A movement to dump
Ferency--not only for his at-
tacks on President Johnson's
Viot war policy but because of
his management of the party--
had been under way for a year,
The man mostoften talked about
ta succeed him In that year
wa3 Sander Levin.
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LEVIN ANNOUNCED his In-
itention of seeking the chalr-
manship at a press conference
last week--presumably after he
was certaln he had the votss to
win it

‘In the past week, I have
consulted with many Democrats
at all levels of the party about
the needs of the Democratic
Party of Michigan and my pos-
sible candidacy for State Chair-
man,’” Levin said In & prepar-
ed statement.,

“As a result, I have decided
to sesk the chairmanship of
the party.”
