NEW YORK -- The president
of Ford Motor Company has
urged adoption of a *negative

*I believe strongly that it is
now time for us to take a total
approach that would reach all of
the poor and not just certain
segments,* he said, *What I

He took Issue with backersof
such proposals a3 “guaranteed
annual Income® or the «negative
income tax,* which, they say,
will eliminate the need for a
public welfare systam,

“Under this plan, a family
with zaro income would receive
a baslc allowance relatad {othe
siza and composition of the fam-
