Green Bay started on its own
33 the first time it got the ball,
The Packers moved to the Oak-
land 31 from where Don
Chandler kicked the first of
four fleld goals from the 39,

A kick went to the
Packer 3, But the Packers
wasted no time generating an-
other march, with Chandler
making it 6-0 on a 2l-yard
fleld goal,

In the second period, the
Packers took over on their
own 37, On the first play, Starr
fired to eod Boyd Dowler who
eluded the Raider defense and
galloped for a touchdown to
make it 13-0.

Oakland was by no means
down or out, The Raiders rolled
right back, starting on thelr
own 22 and a Daryle Lamonica
pass lo Bill Miller from the
Packer 23 clicked for a touch-
down and the Ralderswereback

in the thiiek of things,

But just before the halfended
a muffed kick by an Oakland
player gave the Packers the
ball at the Ralder 45, And with
a second left in the half,
Chandler kicked a 43-yardfleld
goal to make it 16-7 and that
proved all the Packers needed,

Early in the third period the
Packers put on another march,
going 83 yards on the ground
and in the alr with Donnle
Anderson going the flnal two
yards for a touchdown,
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THE NEXT TIME the Packers
got the ball, 1t wound up with
Chandler Kicking a 31-yard fleld
goal,

‘Then to cap it all for the
Packers, ex-Michigan Stater
Herb Adderley intercepted a
pass and ran 60 yards to give
the Packers a 33-7 lead,

All that remained was for
the Ralders, still going all out,
to score late in the game, on
another Lamonica to Miller
pass ~- this ope for 24 yards,

The football season, however,
hasn‘t ended--yel. Next Sunday
both the American and National
Leagues wiil hold their All-
Star games.
