Thus, all of the draftees, who
had such high hopes of long
delays, can forget them. Col.
Holmes stated that records of

Draft Board No. 102 are now -
being reconstructed based on
duplicate copies at State Head-
Quarters in Lansing.

As Selective Service ﬂles
are reconstructed in the future,
registrants will be advised by
letter of any additional records
required.

All men who registered at
the former Boardoffices during
the month of December, 1367,
are requested to returntocom=
plete their registrations as soon
as possible. These registraats
can then be fssued their reg-
istration certificates which they
are required by law to have ln

their possession.

All men becoming 18 years
of age since December 21, in-
cluding the week sbefore the
ire, are also requested to re-

+port to the local board to com-

plete their current registration
and arrange to receive thelr
certificates.

The Selective Service Act
requires all young men to reg-
ister on their 1Bth birthday or
within five days thereafter.
Thus all males becoming 18
will report to a draft board
on a contlnuing basis to be
registered.
