SEOUL--South Korea'sFor-
efgn Minister Chol Kyu-hahas.
serted that more attention
should be paid to the Com-
munist attempt to assassinate
President Chung Hee Park than
to North Korea’s seizure of the
USS Pueblo, The South Korean
government will “categorically
oppose’ any addittonal U.S,
moves to emphasize the Pueblo
case In efforts for an over-all
settlement of ‘the Korean sit-
uation, Chol sald his govern-
ment also will cbject to any
direct bllateral talks between
the United States and the North
