Veterans benefits are
generally exempt from taxation
and need not be reported as in-
come on income tax returns,
sald  Robert M, FitzGerald,
manager of the Veterans
Admlnistration regional office
in Michigan.

The only reportable item
is the interest earned on G,
insurance  dividends left on
deposit with the VA, This isnot
considered a veterans benefit
and must be reported asearned
income,

G.1, insurance dividends are
not taxable, nor are proceeds
from G.I. insruance policles.

Other major taxexempt bene-
fits include compensstion and

pension payments, educational

assistance allowances, sub-
