As horticulturists J.W, Cour-
ter and J.S, Vandemark point
out in the new University of
Minols circular “Growing To-
matoes ' at Home,”
everyone can find a garden
spot for a few tomatoes and
produce enough for'the family’s
use during the growing season,

Individual plants that are
staked’ will yield from five to
15 pounds per plant, Nonstaked
tomatoes may yield from 10
to 30 pounds per plant.

Tomatoes should be planted
late-In May in this area,
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TOMATO PLANTS are very
susceptible to cold damage and
can be killed by Irost, If a light
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frost is predicted after phnls
have been set in’ the guden,
cover them with baskets. or
paper to protect them for the
night and remove’ the caverlng
the next day.
iHere are some planhng sug-
gestions: .
To prepare the sofl for pum.
ing, apply a fertllizer, such as
§-10-5 or 5-10-10, ﬂlhe rate
of three pounds per wo square
feet, .
Select plants that are dark
green, medium tall and heavy
stemmed, They should have no
open flowers or fruit, | ' ,
Set plants in the ground as
soon as possible after buying
them, preferably in late after-
noon or early evening to help
avoid drying and wind damage,
