WASHINGTON -- In a world
of Scarcitfes, salt is a bright
--and savory--exception,

Deposits in 40 great domes
along the Gulf Coast of the
United States hold ample salt
to meet the nation’s needs for
26,000 years,

The oceans hold another 50
quadrillion tons--enough to
bury all the earth’s surface
under 2 layer 500 feet thick.

EACH YEAR rivers of the
world carry another four blilion
tons of salt to the sea, the
National Geographic Soclety
says. °

About the same amount of
dissolved salt is precipitated
on the ocean bottom or other-
wise extracted from sea water,
50 the salinity of oceans prob-

ably changes lfttle from year
to year,

rate In the air, winds may
sweep up the particles and de-
posit them far Inland, com-
pleting the cycle,

Though abundant and cheap
today, salt was oace scarce
and  highly , prized.
