Is the thirst for
blood 'in the name of religion
ever slacked?

In “Royal Hunt'* 2 strong
case for the Inca's bellefl In
nature and worship of the Sun
is presented, Yet by the end of
the play, Mr. Shaffer lets the
.audience make up its own mind,
No firm solution either way is
offared.

How does such a bold, well-
written play fare at the hands
of student actors? Not too wall,
Normally, the Bonstelle Play-
ers dispatch themselves in a
most  professional manner,
‘‘The Rose Tattoo™ and “A
Funny Thing!* were two early
examples of perfect produc-
tons,

The original production on
