pastures or other cleared land can
be controlled when they are young
with the ester sprays ot 2, 4D or
2, 4, 5T. X
Fields says the best way to
kill out trees that are more than
four to six feet tall s to first cut
them down. This job can be done
in winter when other work is alack.
Then early the mext summer, the
new sprout growth can be sprayed
with foliage sprays described above.
One spray application should do
the job, but some resistant trees
may take two or more. Ash, maple
and oak, not ordinarily found as
pasture weeds, are hard to kil
Another method is to put ammeo-
njum sulfate crystals on the fresh-
1y cut stumps. This {s a polson
that will kill the stump and pre-
vent the sprouts from developiog.
One good reason for cutting down
the trees before you kill them,
Flelds says, is that green wood s a
ot easler to cut down than the
dead wood after the trees. have
been killed.

pattern to {It conservation practices
is a good job for winter days, says
Leonard Braamse, extension soil
conservationist at Michigan State
College.

Row crops cause most erosion
on sloping land. As these crops
move to new fields, size up the land
and plan to keep the soil at home
while growing the crops, he advis-
es.

Running rows across or counter
to the major slope iz an easy con-
servation practice on gentle slopes.
Each row then offers resistance to
the down-slop aweep of run-off rain-
fall. On well-drained soils, make
rows as nearly level or contoured
as possible. On solls with heavy
and tight subsoils, rows should be
given some slope, or terrace may
be used.

On any long slope, it is wise to
break the length of the slope with
some Intercepting shallow water-
ways put in aeross the slope with
just enough grade to carry water
off at a low velocity, the soil con-
servationist says. Such a water-
way may ‘be elther a terrace or 8
diversion.

Medium and steeper slopes are
better cared for with aiternata
cross-slope strips of cultivated
crops with strips of grass or mea-
dow crops. Meadow ‘strips lose no
soll themselves, Instead, they de-
crease run-off flowlng down the|-
slope ioto cultivated strips. Mea-
dow strips also filter and hold soll
that washes out of cultivated strips.
