Needed Or On Most Michigan Farms

Michigan {s falling behind in its
liming program, cautions E. D.
Longnecker, soils specialist at Mi-
chigan State College. He believes
that farmers are not using half the
agricultural limestone they should.

During the last 15 years, Michi-
gan farmers have used about seven
and one-half million tons of lime,
an average of !4 million tons each
year.

Longnecker cites that about eight
million of our 11 million acres of
tillable land need occasiodal lim-
ing for the best growth of such val-
