Make sure tha
eat Is thoroughl
done. Eating tndercooked pork
may result in trichinosis, the Mi-
chigan Department of Health warn-
ed this week. .

‘Trichinosis is :
by tiny parasites which may in-
fect pork or potk products. The
live parasites get {fito the human
body “when onejeats -undercooked
pork. They reproduce in the hu-
man {ntestines,; causing diarrhea
and other symptbms which may be
severe enough tb be fafal. Later
the parasites lehve, the intestines
and settle in tlie muscles of the
chest and diaphrain.. Here they
cause pressure lon’ nearby nerves
which results i phif. Many. Mi-
chigan people suffer from neuritis
which is the rasult of trichinosis
infectlon. b

SIMPLE TIPS '
TEACH GOOD '
FOOD HABITS

If children are to establish good
food hablts, mealtime should be a
happy and relaxed time, say's: Shir-
ley Aprlesti of the Michigan :State
College school of Yome economies.

Teaching children good habits is
easy, she believes, if you observe a
few simple rules. First, children
should be seated comfortably with
their {eet resting on the floor. The
dining area should be attractive and
uncluttered to develop a peaceful
atmesphere.

Adults should: not mention food
dislikes in the presence of children.
Young people are quick to notice
tough, strong flavored, gummy,
stringy, lumpy or burned food. They
like mild natural flavors in food,
and they prefer simple food. They
should be given food that requires
chewing. Crisp vegetables: and
toast are good exgrfbles of this.

Children should be allowed ample
time to eat their meals. Don't
tush them fn their eating, the home
economist suggests.

The home economist says that
seasoning should be used sparing-
ly in food for children. Sugar
should also be used spariogly. It
blunts the appetite. Fruits are best
it served ripe and unsugared.

Individual servings of food giv-
en to children should be made
small and second helpings encour-
aged. Children are discouraged by
seeing a big helping and hence may
not attack it. Stall children should
have their food cut into bite-size
pleces.

Varlety should be used in nhl]d-
ren’s meals, but don’t introduce
more than one new food at any one
meal, the home economist con-
cludes,
