In spite of many dire things predicted by the op-
ponents of the new City Charter, everything seems
to be in place. Taxes have not been increased and
there is no hint that they will be. There is more ade-
quate help at the Municipal Building and more con-
templated. The citizens of the city seem to be well
represented, at least they haven’t found any need to
demand more voice. .

Most of the past month has been spent in or-
ganization and the building of a sound foundation
for Farmington City government. In the meantime,
there has not been the confusion that a few would
have liked us to think there would be. Naturally the
change-over will be gradual and that is as it should
be. By July 2, the city will have a new City Manager
and, from all indications, a well qualified one.
total of 10 applications were received and six of the
applicants were interviewed by the Council. Several
of the Council stated that the job of selecting the new
manager will be extremely difficult because of the
apparent high caliber of the applicants. It was also
pointed out that am experienced and qualified man-
ager can be employed at less cost to the City than a
few wanted us to believe. .

Important steps are under way in making Farm-
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ington a more efficient, more progressive city. Busi-|:

ness is continuing and even inereasing in benefit to
the citizens. Residents still have democracy and at
the same time a healthy start toward a more business-
like-government. Who is benefitting? The answer
was obvious two months ago __it is even more obvious
now. Every resident in the City of Farmington inter-
ested in progressive, efficient government.

Interest In Zoning . . .

in Farmington Township seems to be on the increase,
if inquiries mean anything, at least, 1t is a healthy
and 2 hopeful sign, not just because any interest in
government is healthy, but because those interested
in protecting their homes and their {township have
reason to be hopeful. ;

Zoning regulations are urgently needed if town-
ship property is to be protected. Every effort is
being made to give the residents protection, not re-
striction. Public health and safety is protection in
our book, and we don’t believe anyone can honestly,
call it restricting. The very fact that the proposed
ordinance was printed and circulated in advance s0
that it could be studied and changed by the people
before it becomes law. is ample proof of protection.

An equal effort should be made on the part of
every property owner to read and know the ordin-
ance, No one wants to restrict residents from using
their own pyroperty as they see fit, provided it does
not threaten the health and safety of others. Most
people came fo Farmington to escape the large city.

FORGOTTEN MAN -,

Most housewives don't realize
it, but the honest meat dealers are
the forgotten men in the big squab-
ble over the price of beef. These
wholesale and retail meat men are
caught between two of the most
powerful and vocal groups in the
nation — the organized meat pack-
ers and the angry, unorganized
housewives.

Hundreds of these wholesalers
and retaiters have been taking their
beating in silence because, if they
protest, they fear they'lt be blay
balled by the big packers. And they
have good reason to fear the pack:
ers’ wrath.

Said one meat wholesaler! “If
| complain to the OPS, and the
packers find out about it,
never be able to Buy another
pound of meat- 1'd have to leave
the meat business and become
a wholesaler for vegetarians.”

Here is what the meat middle
men are up against.

When the government freeze Was
imposed last January, choice beefl
in carload lots was selling for a top

{price of 53 cents a pound. Despite

the freeze, and in direct violation
of the government’s order, the price
of exactly the same carload of beel
continued to mount. By April the
price had moved up to 57 cents, was
even quoted openly at this tigure
in the trade journals.
GROCER GETS SQUEEZED

This four-cent Tise at the whole-
sile level meant about a 10-cent
rise per pound to the housewlfe—

it the local grocer passed on the

*|illegal increase. But if he didn’t

pass it on, be has to pocket the loss
and thereby risk going bankrupt.

More recently OPS bas adopted a
new, pricing formula, whereby each
cut of beef is given & specific price,
and the price must be posted for
the housewite's inspection.

This new scheme is aimed at
showing up the price gouger and
bringing an end to the black mar-
ket. But, to get around the law,
some packers—including some of
