Okay To Set Our Red
Raspberries Now

Red raspherries can efther be
set out in Inte fail (September and
October) of early spring, reported
Willard E. Bosserman, assistant
County Agricultural Agent. Early
spring settings are more success-
tul. Fall settings, especfally in
heavy soll, are apt to be heaved
or pushed out by alternate freezing
and thawing, Of course, a 4" or §”
straw mulch will tend to prevent
heaving. On large acreages, how-
ever,.a mulch is not practical.

Early spring plantings will be
more successful. Black or purple
raspberies should not be consid-
ercd for fali planting. They should

be set out only In the spring.
