For the month of November, 1350,
Farmington library - records show
only 864 hooks were read by resl-
dents while during Mareh, 1851, 1,-
374 books were rend. In June, 1851,
847 books were read, but it jumped
to 1174 in August.

The Hbrary has a total of 3,000
books for readers. Figures releas-
ed by Mrs. Leach for the year from
September, 1950, to August, 1951,
show an average of 34 books per
day taken out by readers.

According to dates atnmned in
the earliest books, the Ilhrary was
founded about 1881. ;

For the library’s last fiscal year,
July 1, 1950, to Jume 30, 1951, 490
new books were purchased for an
average of 40 and 5/6 books each
month. Part of the number are re-

placements, Mrs. Leach relates, Be-
cause of the low cost of books at
present in comparison with the
past, it is less costly to replace
them then to have them rebound
when they are badly worn.

During the week, the library is
open 29 hours. The number of per-
sons registered to take books from
the Hbrary is 1,488, this Includes
school children. In spite of school
work, Mrs. Leach reports, more chil-
dren read books during the school
year than during summer vacation.

Surprisingly enough, readership
varies about evenly between fic-
tion and personal experlences with
technfeal books - rupning  third,
the librarian stated.- Book sales
all over the United States last year
indicated there is a preference for
personal experience books over fic-
tional when buying.

Books on subjects not carried in
the local library are borrowed from
the Michigan State lbrary in Lan-
sing, Mrs. Leach stated, though the
