Diesel Hits A Record

Detroit Diesel Allison
Division of General Motors,
located in Redford, reports
shipments of diesel engines
reached all-time record levels
in May.

According to  Diesel
operations Manager Edward
B. Colby, 12,083 engines were
shipped, a 43 per cent im-
provement compared to the
same month one year ago.

Colby also reports that

service parts shipments
reached a new high of 5.9

million pounds during May. It
was the fifth consecutive
month this year shipments
exceeded five million pounds
and a 26 per cent increase
compared to May 1971

THE OUTLOOK is ex-
tremely bright in Colby’s
opinion. “We have improved
manufacturing capability and
the sales force has given us a
healthy order schedule,” he
explains. “Our increased
ability to meet customer
demand should make 1972 our

best year ever in the diesel
business.”

Colby also pointed to plans
for intreducing a more
powerful 92 series of engines
in 1974 as a step to further
sharpen Detroit Diesel’s
competitive position.

“We are committed to the
diesel for many years to
come,” states Colby.
