Starrs, who has 13 years’
experience in professional
fund-raising with the Detroit
firm of John V. McCarthy &
Associates.

The creation of the office is
an outgrowth of many pro-
posals submitted during the
1969 synod of the archdiocese
and subsequently an approved
recommendation of the Synod
Implementation Committee.

IN ANNOUNCING the new
position, Cardinal Dearden
said:

The
decline reflects both a na-
tional condition for such funds
and the reduced size of the
archdiocese, since Washtenaw
and Lenawee Counties were
transferred last July to the
Lansing Diocese. -

Rosedale Youth Set

To Work In Jamaica

“It really doesn't make
much sense-kids working for a
year to raise money so they
can pay more money to go and
work in a tropical climate for

week,

“But then, the Gospel
doesn't make much sense
either.”

That's how Dr. Richard C.
Dunkelberger, senior minister
of Rosedale Gardens United
Presbyterian Church, views a
coming expedition of about 30
.. members of the church's

senior high youth group.

The Rosedale Gardens
group-in a project similar to
those in several Observerland
churches this summer-is
taking off in the direction of
Jamaica in the wee small
hours of Sunday, July 23..

ACCOMPANIED by Dr.
-Dunkelberger and several
.other adults, they'll ride by
bus to Miami, fly by Pan-
*American over Cuba to
Montego Bay, Jamaica, and
‘then head by bus again about
‘50 miles up the Jamaican
coast Ochorios.

There they plan to spend a
-week painting bulldings in the
Tona School, an institution
.bullt and supported by four
‘Detroit area Presbyterian
churches, including Rosedale
Gardens.

Everybody knows it will be
hard work, but this particular
youth group is usea to that.
Two years ago its members
went to Jamaica and built a
‘church out in the bush
‘country, and in recent years
‘they've assisted a church at
‘Whitlash, Mont., and assisted
at a 4-H camp in Appalachia.

DR. DUNKELBERGER,

. working aetively with youthin
- the church for the first time in
15 years, views it as
Chrisitanity in action -

“making a living word a way
of living.”

“f think it's an indication of
the concern of these young
people to be of service,” he
added. “I've found today’s
youth a whole new ball game.

““They play hard and they
work hard but the thing that
has impressed me Is their real
concern for people.”

The senior highs, he said,
have conducted all sorts of
money raisers like car washes
and bake sales, and have
managed to raise about $3,000
for the trip. In addition, each
will pay $115.

“SOME MAY ASK why we
would spend several thousand
dollars taking a bunch of kids
to work in an undeveloped
area like Jamaica,” the
clergyman said. "Why not just
send the money0”

“It's a fair question, and the
answer is that our real con-
cern is that the kids un-
derstand that our gospel is a
gospel of mission.

“In a few years, they'll be
members of the ruling body of
the church. We want them to
have personal knowledge of
how mission money is used.”

Besides weilding paint
brushes, the young people will
have a chance to work with an
American couple who have
been serving in Ochorios for
several years, as well as Dr.
Herbert Swaby, headmaster
at the school.

They'll learn more about
Jamaica from government

painting the home of a low-
income Livonia family the
church has been aiding.
“Wasn't it Will Rogers who
used to say we'll do anything
for anybody so long as he

doesn’t live next door?” Dr.
Dunkelberger asked.

“These kids want to help
people next door as well as
those hundreds of miles
away.”

““There’s not much an
outsider can do to help, but
church people here should
know that the missionaries
really have the trust of the
people.””

HE HASalso written ‘Those
Red Bears in Clergy Collars,”
an expose of liberalism among
churchmen, and is co-author
of “Women's Lib, One Way
Street to Bondage.” He writes
a weekly column for the
Christian Crusade Weekly.
