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Mental Health Budget Boosted

PONTIAC
About two dozen Oakland
County programs for the
mentally ill and retarded will
share $673,000 in funds this
year from the county Com-
n}unily Mental Health Ser-
vices Board.
The new budget, supported
75 per cent by the state and 25
per cent by fees and county

funds, totals $3.5 million, a 24
per cent increase over 1971-72.

Dr. Lino A. Romero,
director of the Mental Health
Board, comments, ‘‘This
increase from the Michigan
Department of Mental Health
will allow us to keep all of our
existing programs operating
at current levels. Despite
rising cost, the increase will

enable the board to beef up
some of these programs and
initiate several new services."

Existing programs include
outpatient clinics for adults,
adolescents and children,
short-term inpatient
psychiatric care, day treat-
ment for  emotionally
disturbed  children and
mentally retarded of all ages,
