The children who are “pets™
are the easiest to spot, she
says. They are inevitably the
cuter children, so Mrs, West
makes an extra special effort
to spread her attention to the
children who aren't physically
attractive.

“I make myself do things
for the uglier ones,” she said,
telling of one experience with
alittlegirl that she went out of
her way for.

“1 didn't have anything else
to do that day so [ played with
her. 1 was so happy when I got
her to eat a little for me.

“She died the next day -- and
no one had expected it.
