He formed his first
American band which was
centered at “Birdland,” the
now defunct New York Jazz
club.

Ferguson went on the road
with a new band in 1956,
traveling with it until autumn
of 197. At that time he
disbanded and signed with
Harold Davison to tour
England. Also, in 1967, he
formed with a business part-
ner, his own musical in-
strument company in Brad-
ford (England.)

year's renewal went for more
than $135,000 for a single race.
Gwin was aware that he
might have to split the stake
when he received the largest

number of nominations in
years. What is surprising is
that as many as 20 owners will
have horses here.

And that should make next
Saturday’s program the best
ever presented at o Detroit
area oval, Just imagine, two
races with purses of more
than $70,000 filled with many
of the best thoroughbreds in
North America.
