The change from the state
synod system was effected
Thursday and Friday in a
history - making meeting of
300 church leaders from the
three states, The meet took
place in Mercy Center,
Farmington.

The new organization, part
of a nationwide restructuring
of the denomination, involves
some 425,000 Presbyterians,
about a seventh of those in the
nation.

HEADING the 20 - member
commission that has worked
for 18 months to prepare and
develop the new synod was the
Rev. Ralph Stribe, pastor of
the Church of Our Savior,
Maple and Middle Belt in West
Bloomfield.

Of these, 111 are in the
Presytery of Detroit, which
now incjudes an area stret-
ching as far as Port Huron and
Ann Arbor. Until the
reorganization, only
metropolitan Detroit was

included in the Detroit
Presbytery.

Dr. Robert H. Yolton, who
headed the Michigan Synod
for seven years, will be in-
