At least one local legislator
returned from the highly-
publicized junket t6 Miami
Beach, Fla,, without ‘“any
qualms about it.”

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How Students
Can Get SC Aid

Two deadlines for applying
have already passed, but
Keith Witmer says there still
may be financial aids
available for persons needing
assistance to attend
Schooleraft College during the
winter semester.

Witmer is director of
financial aids and placement
at the college. His office will
provide loans, outright
grants, and work-study op-
portunities for 350 students
this year. Expenditures will
total about $350,000, or an
average $1,000 per student.

Financial assistance is
available primarily for full-

. time students. The kind and
amount are based on need.
“We do have a few dollars of
loan money for half-time
students,” Witmer said, “but
our emphasis is on the person
who attends full-time.”

STUDENTS ON work-study
assisgments are employed
both on campus and at
agencies in the immediate
area. They may work up to 15
hours a week and wages vary
from $1.60 to $2.50 per hour.

The director went on to say
that the original deadline for
applications was Nov. 15,
which he extended to Dec. 1.
He would still encourage
persons to apply now,
however.

He said they will be given
every consideration, although
at this point he could not
assure they would know what
help they might get before
classes start on January 6.
