_No question about it: Denzil
(“Denny”) Hammond of
Detroit has the votes to retain
chairmanship of the 17th
Congressional  District
Republican organization, even
with the suburbs that were

added by redistricting.
The question, is how many
other offices — such as GOP
State Central Committee seats

and district committee
members — the suburbs can
bargain for.

Between last week's local
conventions and the Feb. 16
state convention at Detroit,
suburban delegates will be
horse trading with Hammond
and the northwest Detroiters —
all very fair and friendly,
though,

FOR THE LAST decade, the
17th District had consisted of
northwest Detroit. After the
census and redistricting, the
Detroit area was shrunk and
the Southfield - Lathrup
community, greater Far-
mington and  Redford
Township were added.

On the basis of the 1870
Republican vote for secretary
of state, the Detroit portion
gets 64 state convention vates,
Redford 18, Southfield and
Lathrup 16, and Farmington
16.
Hammond, 43, a Chrysler
researcher, has been chair-
man of the old 17th for the last
five years, and he announced
at the Wayne - 17th convention
he would run again.
