Milllons and miilions of acres of |
this land are located In the “dry™
.countrs and under present couditions
are not capable of supporting live
stock; and other millions and willions
of acres are located in so-called “for- |
est reserves” and caonot be utilized
by the cattle raisers. What the cattle |
men desire i{s that the Government
lease to them certain large traots of
the unappropriated land, giving them
exclusive use thereof for a term:
years] and charge them a fair rental
for this use. In addition to paying
this anta.l, the cattle men will agree
to boild  reservolrs and frrigation

ditchds and make the dry lands capa-
ble of supparting cattle in large num-
bers.

“The land is worthless to-day,” say
the cattle men. “It s too dry for
farming, but with the expenditure of
. & comparatively small sum of money
millichs of acres could be rendered
sufficiently productive upon which to
rangd cattle”
. Under present conditions the cattle ,

raisefs cannot afford to make these
mv:ﬁvemcms, all of which would be
for the purpose of getting water upon
‘the lhnd. .And just as soon as they 1
put water .upon land which they do
not_contral, but which is opet o)
settlament, gome settler will comc‘
along and take possession of it under
the homestead laws.

“Nothing,” says
Goethe, “is more significhnt of men's
character than what they find laugh-
able”” “You kmow mo mau,” S8ys
Tleck “till you have heard him
Jaugh—till you know when and how
be will laugh.” “The perception of
the ludicrous,” says Emcrson, “ls a
pledge of sanity. A rogue aiive to
the ludicrous is still convertible. If
that sense is lost, his fellow-men can
do little for him.” Lavater, the
great physiognomist, lays hls great
stress on the very unequivocal and
derisive pature of a laugh as an in-
dex of character.: It it be free and
hearty and occasion a gemeral and
iight movement in\all the features,
and dimple the cheek and chin, it Is
an almost infallible -evidence of the
absence of apy great materfal weak-
ness ot disposition.” Caessr mls-
trusted Casslus because that lean
apd bungry conspirator rarely, it
ever, indulged in laughter. Whi
Horace Walpole was fo Paris in 1
he found that laughing was-out of
fashion in that gay capital. “Good |
folks,” he writes,;“they have no time
to laugh. Therel arc God and the
king to be pulh‘;d down first; and
men and women, jone and ali, are de-
voutly cmployed {n the demolition.”
How often a man fails to belray
the tiger that lurks within him uniil
1s there .nothing signle

ficant in the fact recorded by Plu
arch, of Cato the younger, that noth-
ing could make him laugh, that his
countenance was scarely  sofiened,
even by a smile? It is not a char,
acteristic trait of the gloowy tyrant,
Philip 11 of Spain, that he rarely
smiled and that ke laughed but once
in his entire life, and that when be
beard of the'massacre on St. Bar-
tholomes’s day? Is it not a sugges-’
tive fact regarding the gloomy, tac
turn Wallenstein, the terror of the
people—at the sight of whom as he
paced through his camp, with his
lofty figure enveloped in a scarlet
mantle and with a red feather in his

i cap, a strange horror took possession

of the soldiers—that- he
seen to saffle? Can we wonder that
the poor little dwarf, Alexander
Pope—the cyuical satirist, aflllcted
with asthma and dropsy, tortured
with rheumatism, racked with head-
aches and threatened with cataracl—
should never have laughed, but only
smiled?
