Saw two and one-half feet from
two or three old broom handles and
when you want to move the heavy
chests, boxes or trunks, raise up one
end, ship handle under, move si
inches and put under another handle;

We need not get excited over
vastly greater busines: i

America will be less competent to as-
similate so many goods, inasmuch as
Europe will be a smhller purchaser
