The birth of the Christmas card
{s put back two years, 1o 1844, Mr.
Dobson wag a lonely yOung mas. who
one day concelved the idea of ac-
knowledging the Lindness of a friend
by sending him a picture Hlustrative
.of the festive season—3a cheerful fam-
1ly group, surrounded by the fomiliar
Christmas zeceszories.

The distant fricad was delighted,
showed it to otber friends, and Mr.
Dobson was encourzged, the follow-
ing year to secure the aid of the lo-
cal lithographer, Then came imita
tors-one after another, until ten years
later, the business man stepped-in to
make money out ‘of what was origl
nally a work of love. But the ambitl-
ous Christmas cards of:to-dsy are
a long remove from the primitive
Father Chbristmases and Robin Red-
breasts of sixty years sgo.—London
Chronicle.
