Council of Safty Speaker at Phila-
delphia Skows High Price Paid
for Preventable Ills,

S A HEAWY TAX CPON SOCIETY.

rom a report of the National High-
ways Protective Soviety we are inform-
ed that 227 children were kilted by
street traffic in New York last year;
100 were kiiled by motor card, which
alone caused thr ceath of 239 people.”

She explained the organization in
Brooklyn cf a Safety Patrol among the
school children, Iu orger to be a mem-
ber a candidate was required to know
2 hundred palnts about safety princi-
ples, among them the following:

“Know the dangerJot hitching on
wagons, troliey cars, automobiles, skat-
i . in the midcle of the street and
skatemobiles.

“Children hitching to wagons are in

from

rear. The child in breaking away from
the wagon fails to be watchful and a*-
tentive! to ‘danger and often collides
with oncoming vebicles.

“Hitching to trolley cars is also dan-
gerous :because the child"is watching
the conductor, and in doing so fails to
give attention to the approaching ve-
hicles, which are liable .to strike him
when he jumps. from the car. Alsp it
he jumps from the car while it is in
motion’ he Is apt to be drawn under
the wheels. ‘Another danger is being
struck by a car approaching from the
‘Remember troiley
cers myn in boil directions.” Automo-
biles are fast moving vehlcles, and
when a child hitclies to one he gravely
endangers his life because of the speed
of the! machine which enables it to
turn corners quickly and to thread its
way in and out among slower going
Vehicles, heavy motor trucks and tral-
ley cars, therefore when the child Tie-
leases himsel from the autemobile he
may be struck by another vehicles,
thrown to the ground and very badly
injured, perhaps Killed. Also, he Is
liable to arrest. b

“Kngw the danger of keeping m(,dl~
clue bottles without clear and proper
Iabels. Medicine bottles should have
clear and proper labels, beacuse many
liquid and tablet medicines are often
so_similar that a mistake is easily
wade, and one is }able to get a
pofsongus mixture or to take a medi-
cine prescribed for another person it

there Is no+information on the out-
side of the bottle to guide him. The
safest plan is to take nothing from a
bottle : which has not a clear mnd
proper: label. Make 1t a rule to read
the labet on the bottle at least twice
when ‘taking it from the shelf and
when returning It to the shelf. Under
no circumstances tale medicine from
a cabinet at night without observing
this role. - The Committee of. Public
Safety would advise ell persons keep-
Ing carbolic acid or auy other pofson-
ous mixtures to have clearly written
snd pnsted on the medicine cabinet
door the proper antidotes for such so-
lutions.

“Know how to light oven of gas
slove to avoid explosion. Before lighit-
ing a'gas ~tove open the oven doox,
This will assure safety against explo-
sion ip case gas hes leaked into the
oven. ' Be able to tell how revoiving
and s\\hrirw doors might cause accl-
dents.

"Know the right way to get on &
street’ car an. to get OF @ street'car,
the signals for starting and stopping,
the signal for an emergency stop; the
respective lights and dutles of drivers
and pedestrians; what to do upon dis-
covering a broken electric wire; what
to do upon discovering a congested
fire escape.
