This,
added to the fact that ln the early
days thers was no market tor the tor-
est products. of southorn Michigan,
and the timber was only cut aa fast
as tho lands could bo converted into
wheat fields, made the progress of de-
velopment somewhat slow.

The lumber Industry, which bas
held the center of tho stage in Michl-
gan for so wmany years, 1as gradually
moved porthward and Its operations
havo been so complete that thera is
now comparatively little timber left
for turther operations. The resuit of
this {s that the lumberman s secking
new flelds and the men whose fathers
and Krandfathers speot thelr lves In
the woods and saw mlills are now
turning thelr attentlon to a vocation
comparatively new to them, agricul-
ture nod the development of the thou-
sandp of acres of land left In the pass-
tng of the lumberman.

The ) kes of Michigan are ds e
sentlal to its individuality ea the
ocean and the North eea to tbe Brit-
\sh fsles. They are its highway, its
fishing ground and its source of eup-
ply of pure water for city use. They
equalize; the temperature; furnish 8
Jarge number of improved harbors and
sitea fot more than a hundred sum-
mer resorts. .

The total area of the Great Lakes
1a 94,650 sqhare miles, with Lake Su-
perior, the largest, baving an area of
31,200 equare miles; Lake Michigen
22450 aquare miles; Lake Huron 23,
800 square miles; Lake Erle 9,960
square miles, and Lake Ontario 7,240
square milles, Laka Superior is 967
square miles larger than Lake Vic-
torla Nyanza, of Central Africa, the
next largest fresh water lake on the
globe. 'The watershed of the Great
Lakes {s nearly twice us large as the

Great Lakes, or 174,800 square miles,
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passage for small steamers between
certain points, but in a general way,
Michigan rivers are naturally adapted
for serving a8 power streams' ratber
than for navigation.

Great Water Power.

The water power developed from
the streams of the state {s about 250,
000 horsepower, only @ small part ot
the power that might be developed.
The large pOwer streams are as fol-
lows: St. Joseph. 20,000 to 30,000 H.
P.; Kalamazoo, 7,000 to 10,000 H. P.;
Grand River, 10.000 to 12,000 H. P
Muskegon, 20,000 H. P.t Au Sable, 30,
000 to 40,000 H. P.; Huron, 5,000 H.
P.. Thunder Bay, 1600 to 2,000 H.
P.; Menominee, 20,000 to 30,000 H. P.
St. Mary's, 30,000 to 40,000 H. P.. and
the Manistee upon which only about
2.000 horsepower has yet been devels
oped.

The power in our streams 1s unltke
most other matural resources in that
ft {s not diminighed by use, por 1s it
conserved by nonuse. Coal-which g
not used today remalns to be used
hereafter, but the energy ot water
which is allowed to flow on unused
pefther Increases mor comserves the
future supply, but Is lost forever.

Michigan Idea of Conservation.

The Michigan idea of conservatior
1s that things ave placed here for the
use of man and when these things aré
used for the purpose for which they
are best fitted, without waste or uo
necessary destruction, all bas beer
done that possibly can be done tn the
interest of consersation; that in or
der to conserve some things we mus!
protect and regulate thelr use, and It
order to conserve other things w¢
must develop them; tbat there musi
be a seed time and that there must bt
a harvest time, bot that no man should
be allowed to destroy the seed which
15 to produce the harvest for the gen
erations that arc to follow.

1t the Michigan idea of conserva
tion 18 ndhered to, It is not alone pos-
sible but altogether probable that the
present generation wlll see the day
when many thousand mere horsepos-
er will have been developed from
the streams of Michigan: when the
use of electricity for farm purposes
will be as common s the use of the
telephone today; when evers four
cornerg or crossroads will be fllum-
inated at night; when the incandes-
cent light will take the place of the
kerosene lamp in the house of the
tarmer; when the cares of the house-
wife will be lightened by electrically
driven washing machines, churna, wilk
separators, oic., and when electrically
driven machines will grind the grafns
of the farm, cut the ensllage for the
silo, pump water for the horses and
cattle, and in other ways lighten the
heavy toil of the farmer by replacing
{n part farm labor which has grown
so dificult to procure.

Electricity produced by water pow-
er not only is the cheapest power,
but the fact that it can be carried
over wires from point to point to ad
almost unlimited distance, s a very
great factor in the bullding up of
cltles and towns lying within a rea-
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(he Grest Lakes furmish the stote
about 1,600 miles of shore tine or oneé
milo of coast to 33 square miles of
Jand surface, and so wrap around the
peninsula that no point {n the state 18
moro than §3 miles distant from the
shore. On these lakes there are 31
government {mproved natural harbors,
six moro than have been improved at
local expense and more than 100 miles
of deep, narrow bays and 150 miles
of rivers and stralts, most of which
are accessible for wharf and dock
facilities. 'The harbors are well dis-
tbuted In the state as is shown by
the fact that there are ninety-ono
places where the different rallronds
touch the shore line.

The Great Lakes furnish Michigan
with the greatest Inland waterway in
the world. and In addition to the numer-
ous fleets of passenger boats sad car
ferrics that ply these lakes, thelr sur-
feces during most months of the year
aro llterally dotted with freighters
and packet vessels cartylng Michi-
gan's products not alone to our home
markets but to the great markets out-
side of Michigan which are brought
within easy reach by our splendid rall
and water transportation facilities.

Great Lakes Flsherles.

Mention should slso be made of the
extent of the great fisheries afforded
Michigan by the Great Lakes, As has
been stated, the shore lne of the
state on the Great Lakes is about I
600 miles and affords the state 8 wou-
dertul fshing ground. It fs estimated
that there are set, all through the fish-
ing season, over 2,600 pord nets with
a total length of 509 miles; over 8-
000 miles of gill nets, besides a Jarge
pumber of selnes and other nets, and
that It requires between six and seven
thousand men to attend to these nets.
The annusl catch {s about 50,000,000
pounds, A large part of the catch i8
trom Lakes Huron and Michigan The
total value of the fish taken from
Michigsn waters ls sbout ome-twen-
tleth that of the national fisherles, In
addition to the Great Lakes, there
are more than 5000 ipland lakes,
most ot which are filled with fish,
and many of these lakes 878 highly de-
sirable for summer resorts.

Rivers.

The peninsular form of the state

gives It an unusually largé number of

sonable distance and 1s ome of the
strongest arguments in favor of fits
use. The developmept of Michigau
has to.s great extent been brought
about through the bullding up of its
industrial enterprises. The harness-
Ing of ts water power and the promo-
tlon of its legit!mate enterprises, 28
well as In the settlement of its agrl-
cultural lands, the securing of settlers
and the development of its farming In-
dustriea, are all lmportant factors in
the progress of the commonwealth.
All are absolutely necessary and must
go hand ‘in hand to secure results
which the people of the state most de-
sire. The proper development of our

streams with relatively short courses.
‘[hese rivers gather up the brilllantly
clear, cold waters of tens of thou-
sands of springs snd thousands of
iakes nnd hundreds of square miles
of swamp lands, and flow over gravel
or sand, through relatively shallow,
long &nd DArTOw valleys for the most
part in winding courses to Iand-locked
bays.of the Great Lakes. Apart from
the 125 miles of straitlike rivers, De-
troit, St Clair and. St. Mary's, the
state has only a few miles of streams
that are navigable for lake boats.
