Wildberg, Pomernia, Noith Ger-
many, on March 3, 1843, and in
1868, was uvited in marriage 1o
Aass Friederike Tamm, coming to
this country and settling in this
towuship the sime vear.  To thent
were boru six children, two- sons
and four dauglters, oue sou
and onw daughter being dead
sides his wife heis survived by bis
sou, Carl, with whom be made his
howe; Mrs. Lena Couroy, of Rivet
Rouge, Mrs W Borchart, who
Tives west of town,and Miss Minnie
Schmidt, at bome. He also leaves
two sisters, Mrs, Friederike Salow,
and Mrs Wm, Pauline, also two
giandchildren,
Mr. Schniidt was one of the best
known and respected citizens of
this section, and was a charter
member, trustee and for many years
treasurer of the Salem Evangelical
church iu this village, which was
organized in the early 80’s, and one
of its most faithful wembers up to
the time of his death. The faneral
was held from the church yester
day afternoon, Rev. Stange offici-
atiug. Burial was made in Oak-
wood cemetery.
