In orderito odtaln the best results,
therefore,: it 1s advisable to restrlct
one's patronege to first-class nursery-
men only, firme that are prepared to
turnish strong, well-rooted plants, such
a8 will make a showlng the first sea-
son and develop into vigorous speci-
mens. - .~

In selecting roses for the garden, it
s well ta know that those plants are
growa intwo ways, that s to say, on
thelr own:roots or budded low on the
Manetti, a brier rose that has largely
supersedéfl the dog-rose and otber
.ptocks In:this country, as It s one
of the myt desirable for our country
and climste.

. Experts are divided on the question
. as to which should recelve the prefer-

ence, and the beginner is liable to be
{n a quandary, because growers are
apt to argue for their own method of
propagatfon.
" We find many varletles of roses
grown of this stock (Manettl) adapt
themselves to a greater range of cll-
mate and soll, bloom more protusely,
gndure bottef the heat of the summer
and make far stropger plants than it
grown from thelr own roota.

Many object to budded roses on ac-
count of the suckers they sometimes
throw ott; but if proper attention 18
paid to the planting thls will rarely be
an annoyance. -
* Budded roses should be planted suf-
fclently deep, so that the junction of
the bud@vith the stock is from two to
tores iriches below the surface of the

earth, It despite thls precaution, A
wild shoot should happen to start from
the base, the growth and foliage of the
stock are so distinct that it {s readily
recognized by the most inexperienced
amateur and is easiiy removed.

When the rose plants are received
from the nurserymen they should be
unpacked as soon as they come to
hand. Thereupon the tops and roots
should be well sprinklgd with water,
after which they should be covered
with bagging and placed in & shaded
spot until rezdy to plant. .

1t the ground is not prepared when
the plants arrive 1t is advisable to
put them in & shallow trench and
cover the roots with loose sofl until
the ground can be put into a proper
condition.

The enrichment of the soil. how-
ever, should not only be made at the
time of the preparation of the bed be-
fore plenting, but in the spring of
every vear, for with such attentlon &
bountlful supply of flowers may be ex-
pected every season.

When planting, spread the roots out
carefully apd do not cross them or
crowd them. They should be placed
well below the surface of the sofl
and arranged, as far as possible, In
their natural positlon.

Roses may be grown to perfection
in ordinary garden soll, provided they
are planted In & sunny, sheltered loca-
tlon, away trom the roots ofjlarge
trees, for these will absorb all the life-
sustaining nutrition of the sofl, where-
a8 young trees and dwarf shrubbery
do no barm. If the eofl 1s paturally
poor, however, it is advisable to lay
2 substantial foundation for future
good results. b

The question naturally presents it
self as to which {s the best time to
plant roses, but the broad extent of
our country precludes a definite reply.
Generally speaking, : however; mid-
spring should recelve the preference.
and it s better to be a little early
than too late; in & mild seafon, in-
deed, plapting may éven be done in
March. N

Dormant roses, fn fact, ahquld be
planted as soon as the frost i out of
the ground and the sofl can be worked.
But 'l advlsable notto set out tea
rosed until the weather 1s thoroughly
settidd and they should, of lcourse,
only bo planted fn the sprig. |

Unless a cold, wet or late spring
prevails, pruning may be done in
March or April. 0ld and decayed
branches and unripened wood should
be removed annually, leaving only tho
strong end well matured. |

GOOD HINTS ON STRAWBERRY

Most Profitable Varieties are Those
Not Influenced by Differences in
8oll and Climate.,

Professor Lnzenby gives the follow-
1ng summary of essential points to be
kept in mind:

The most profitable varieties for the
commercial grower are those not eas-
1ly influenced by differences of soll
and climate. Those which succeed
well on wide areas are usually better
than those which have a mere local
reputation.

Pistfilate varjeties When' properly
fertilized are more productive than
the sorts with perfect flowers.

The value of a varlety for fertilizing
plstiliate flowers does not depend 50
much upon the smount as upon the
potency of the pollen.

The flowers -of pistillate varieties
are less lable to be injured by frost
thon the flowers of perfect varleties.

Varieties that are melther very ear-
Iy nor very late in point of maturity

longest fruiting season,

As o rule, varieties that have the
most vigorous and healthy foliage are
the most productive, while those with
a weaker growth of foliage and &
greater susceptibility to leaf blight
are usually more prolific.

The Natural Pride of Those Who
Take Part in It.
To those who have bullt raiironds

through and across the prairles of
Western Canada, connecting that great

empire of grain and cattle, horse and

eheep with the world's markets in the
east, must be awarded the privilege
of looklng upon thelr work, and its
tesults With p‘rdonﬂble pride. It they
reminiscence, and tell of tho hardships
and the privations, why shouldn’t
they? The broad prairies on which
the buffalo roamed and fed, are now
alive with citles, towns and villages.
Farms—large and small—on which
machinery has chased the bugaboo of
1aborfous work off the farm. and mak-
Ing farm life one of the most pleasant
and prosperous of occupations—-are
being cultivated by men of the highest
stomp of manhood. Meny of Ltheso
have inherited from their forebears
the physical strength and the high
type of manliness that was theirs in
the days when they bewed their homes
out of the virgin forest, and made
them what may be seen today, beau-
tiful farms in the east. On the whole
the western prairies breed a high type
of manhood, wrest from him faults
and diseases which ‘would be his wero
{t not for the upbuilding infiuence and
character of prairie life.

When the builder of the western Ca-
nadian prairie looks upon the result of
his work, why shouldn't his chest ex-
pand? It was probably some of this
feeling of pride that took possession
of Sir Donald Mann, vice president of
the Canadian Northern Railway the
other day in Winnlpeg, when he safd:

T am not in the habit of giving ad-
vice, but I have no hesitation of advis-
ing the young men of Canada, évery
young man, to get out and get a plece
of western Capada’s land that now
can be had for the asking and be their
own masters.”

“It was 36 years ngo when I first
came to Winnipeg” he sald. “At that
time thero werd. less than 150,000
people west of Lake Huron in Canada,
and the only bit of raflway in opera-
tfon was between St. Boniface and Ex-
erson—about sixty miles. Today there
are nearly 20,000 miles of rallwey In
actual operation and the population is
over two and & quarter million, a won-
derful achievement in such a short pe-
riod you wiil agree, when you have
contemplated it a moment.”

HOW TO MAKE GRAFTING WAX

Rosln, Beaswax and Tallow Are Nec-
essary Three ingredients—Should
Be Melted Slowly.

There are -three ingredients in the
best grafting wax for use in out-door
work: rosin, beeswax and tallow. The
proportions (by weight) are rosin four
parts, beeswax. two parts, tallow one
part; in all, Beven ounces or pounds.
They are to-be melted slowly, in an
fron vessel, ‘putting in the rosin ten
minutes or 8o before the beeswax and
tallow. Then all well mixed together
by much and caretul stirring.

‘When thoroughly mixed (In tweaty
or thirty minutes) 8 convenient por
tion is poured into a bucket containing
cold water.” In & short time—rather
less than & minute—it will be cool
enough to be lifted out by the hands
and pulled like tafy, The hands, of
course, must have been greased with
{allow, to prevent sticking. When It
becomes lght yellow by pulling it is
ready to be made into short rolls, thres
or four inclies lopg and an inch thick,
and placed ‘fh another vessel of cold
water, to harden.

Addittonal . portions of the melted
wex can be put through.the samo
operation until all is used up. The
sticks, when sufficiently bardened, can
be put away until required in grafting.
This wax will not crack on the grafts,
nor will it meit and run down in the
hot sunshine. In using it, it the
weather isicool, it will need to lie in
water that is moderately warm. In
warm weather, cool water may be
necessary. , In lifting it out of the wa-
ter it will be best to shake off as much
of the molsture as possible,
