PROTECT YOUNG APPLE TREES

Thin Wooden Venser Wrapper Will
Prevent. Glrdling by Rodents—
Sereen Wire Also Good,

Perheps the best protection against
girdling of fruit trees by mice and
rabbits is obtained by using a thin
wooden veneer wrapper which has
been soaked to keep it from breaking.
then bent around the tree and held
in place by a single wire about the
middle, writes C. C. Wiggans in Mis-
souri Valley Farmer. The wire staya
fa place better if passed throuzh a
hole near the outer edge of thie veneer
wrapper. The wrapper should be
pushed down inte the carth so mice
cannot burrow .under it, or they may
be shut out by heaping goil up around
the bottom of the case and tramping it
{ firm. Colled screen wire may be used
In much the same way, but it i3 more
expensive. The vencer wrappers Go
not usuaily cost more then heif or
three-quarters of a cent apiece, and
can be secured m,m any orchard sup-
ply house.

Bunebes of long grass, or split corn
stalks, may glve good protection
against rabbits, but fall to keep mice
from doing harm. Newspapers or tar
.paper wrapped: around the tree trunk
have been successfully useﬂ by many
orchardists.

Paint and washes do not give good
Tesults, as the rabbits sometimes seem
to attack the weshed trees more than
the untreated ones.

Damage from mice should be avoid-
ed by the removal of ail loose, trashy
‘| material trom the neighborkood of the
base of the tree trunk. [f the ground
has been fall plowed, the.under furrow
glice has good- nesting places for mice
and the nearby trees are likely to suf-
fer, but if the ground near the tree 18
clean and well' compacted little dam-
age will be done by these rodents.
